The purpose of this study was to teach English based on rhymed literary

texts such as songs, chants, nursery rhymes, and stories and to examine effects
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on students’ reading and writing ability and interest.

The subjects of this experiment were two classes of sixth graders in an
elementary school who had approximately the same English praoficiency
pre-determined by the tests on their English reading and writing ability.

The rhyming literary texts were taught in both classes. However, the
experimental class was taught with the approach which used benefits of both
phonics and the whole language approach, focused on the rhyming words in
each text, while the concept of rhyme was not introduced to the control group
who was taught with the way shown in the textbooks. After 17 weeks of
learning literary texts, tests on reading and writing of words within various
texts were given to the students.

The results of this study were as follows:

Firstly, in the experimental group, the students’ ability in reading and
writing increased to a statistically significant extent, compared to those of the
control group(p=.003, p=.000, p=.013, p=.000). It means that the approach focused
on rhyming patterns is more effective than the way shown in the current
textbooks in learning English words.

Secondly, there was no significant difference statistically in emotional effects
(interest, confidence, etc) between two groups. However, the interest of the
experimental group by itself increased to a statistically significant extent.
Therefore, It means that the approach focused on rhyming patterns is more
effective than the way shown in the current textbooks in terms of students’
interest.

Thirdly, most students of the experimental group thought that the use of
rhyming literary texts helped to improve their reading and writing abilities.
They also found rhyming patterns fun. They especially preferred the texts
which are based on the familiar tunes and can provide varied activities such as
clapping, dancing, and games.

On this basis, it is suggested that:

It would be good for elementary school students to learn literary texts which
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have rhyming patterns because the students showed a strong preference for
the texts and learning them improved their reading and writing capabilities.
The Education Ministry should include this type of materials in textbooks, as
supplementary materials suitable for fast and slow learners.

In addition, the activities such as finding rhyming words and making new
rhyming words after recognizing the whole meaning of texts should be
included in the textbooks. Eventually, they will help students to get over big
differences and difficulties between elementary and secondary English class
levels, especially in reading and writing. For that, it is necessary to develop

the effective ways to apply literary texts positively, in the balanced approach.
